3.2 Present Continuous
Exercise 1
1 Eating: Eating is a regular ​-ing form – no double letters or removing letters before -ing.

2 running: When a verb ends with consonant-vowel-consonant (r-u-n), you double the final letter before you add -ing.

3 making: When a verb ends with consonant + -e, you remove the -e before you add -ing. 

4 staying: When a verb ends in -y, you add -ing as normal – it’s regular. 

5 stopping: When a verb ends with consonant-vowel-consonant (s-t-o-p), you double the final letter before you add -ing – stopping.
Exercise 2
1 isn’t watching: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and is because the subject is she.

2 are playing: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and are because the subject is they (the dogs).

3 is working: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and is because the subject is he (My dad).
4 aren’t/are not cooking: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and are not because the subject is they (My sisters).
5 is doing: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and is because the subject is he (My brother).
Exercise 3
1 is your teacher doing: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and is because the subject is he or she (your teacher).
2 Are you playing: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and are you because it’s a question.
3 I’m not: No, I’m not is a negative short answer in the Present Continuous.
4 Are they working: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and are they because it’s a question.
5 they are: Yes, they are is a positive short answer in the Present Continuous with the subject they.

1 crying: When a verb ends in -y, you add -ing as normal – it’s regular. 

2 sitting: When a verb ends with consonant-vowel-consonant (s-i-t), you double the final letter before you add -ing.
3 standing: standing is a regular ​-ing form – no double letters or letters to remove before -ing.
4 swimming: When a verb ends with consonant-vowel-consonant (s-w-i-m), you double the final letter before you add -ing.
5 taking: When a verb ends with consonant + -e, you remove the -e before you add -ing.

1 is relaxing: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and is because the subject is he.
2 isn’t/is not phoning: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and are because the subject is he (John).
3 are listening: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and are because the subject is they (My brothers).
4 isn’t/is not going: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and is not because the subject is she (My sister).
5 are climbing: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and are because the subject is they (The children).
Exercise 3
1 Are you repairing: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and Are you because it’s a question.
2 I am: Yes, I am is a positive short answer in the Present Continuous with the subject I.

3 is your friend listening: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and is because the subject is he or she (your friend).

4 Is your mother working: You use the Present Continuous because it’s happening now and Is your mother because it’s a question.
5 she isn’t: No, she isn’t is a negative short answer in the Present Continuous with the subject she.
